4.  Adhere fully to the role and job description (if applicable) as outlined by the organisation and never use that role to gain favour for yourself or any individual member. 

5.  Consistently display high standards of behaviour and appearance and not bring the club into disrepute. 

6.  Treat all members with respect and dignity, value their worth and treat everyone equally, recognising their varying needs and abilities within the context of the sport. 

7.  Encourage and guide members to accept responsibility for their own behaviour and performance.
